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SCHOOL COUNCIL INFORMATION

WHO ARE SCHOOL COUNCILLORS AND WHAT DO SCHOOL COUNCILS
DO?

The terms of reference for, and the functions of, school councils are laid down in the
Ordinance and Regulation.

School councillors come from many different backgrounds, reflecting the many varied groups
in ESF schools and the wider community. They are people with a genuine interest in
education and a commitment to ensuring the best possible education for students in ESF
schools. They undertake their roles on a voluntary basis. School councillors are prepared to
share their knowledge, skills and experience for the good of the school as a whole.

School councils consist of between 10 and 16 councillors and include members of staff - at
least two members of teaching and one member of support staff; parents of children
attending the school; the principal and the Chief Executive Officer (CEO) or her/his
representative. The principal and the CEO are ex officio: neither has a vote in any matter
that is decided by a vote of the members of the council. School council members also include
people from the community who are independent of the school and are appointed by the
Board. The chairman of the school council is appointed by the Board and is a person who is
independent of the school. The Chairman is a member of the Committee of School Council
Chairmen set up to advise the Board of Governors of the Foundation.

A school council may invite other persons to attend meetings of the council in order to
broaden the range of experience or expertise, but they are not eligible to vote on any matter
decided by a vote of council members. School councils may invite students of the school to
attend meetings as observers.

Although elected or chosen by different groups, school councillors are not delegates of the
body or group that elected or appointed them. They make up their own minds about matters
that come before the council and act in the best interests of the school and its students,
whatever they perceive this to be. All councillors are expected to play a full part in the
meetings and they have equal status. Decisions are taken after the views of all members
have been considered. In most instances, this full and open discussion leads to consensus and
it is not necessary for a vote to be taken. On those occasions when a vote is necessary, the
business is decided by a majority of votes cast at the meeting of the council. If there are
equal votes, the chairman of the meeting has a casting or second vote.

The full school council meets at least once a term. A quorum of one third of the voting
members of the council is needed for a meeting to be considered as a decision making
meeting. The school council may set up working groups or committees from within its number
to look at particular functions. However, all decisions concerning the budget and staff
disciplinary matters must be brought to the full council for final agreement or ratification.

The principal is the professional leader of the school and is responsible for the day-to-day
management and administration of the school. The main responsibility of a school council is
to determine the aims and overall conduct of the school with a view to promoting high
standards of learning and achievement. School councils work with the principal to set the
strategic direction for the school, within the framework set by the Board of Governors, and
decide how the school’s budget should be spent.

The key roles of a school council are to:
provide a strategic overview;

act as a critical friend;
ensure accountability.
